"The relief sought: The appeal regulations provide, "The Appeal Deciding Officer shall issue a written appeal decision either affirming or reversing


the Responsible Official's decision, in whole or in part, and may include


instructions for further action."  36 CFR ? 215.17(b). We ask that the


decision be reversed. There, however, are parts of the decision that we do


not object to. Our preference would be for only part of the decision to be


reversed. …  We are willing


to discuss this further with the Forest Service in the appeal resolution


meeting and at the meeting come up with a list of what we would not oppose.


As such, our preferred relief sought would be everything but the list of


projects we come up with at the appeal resolution meeting be reversed.





        The Appellants would point out they have not objected to the Forest Service


taking appropriate actions to deal with fire threats. The problem is the


Daniel Boone is only interested in doing timber sales and their desire to


cut down the forest has blinded them from common sense.
