"The Congressional Research Service (CRS) recently addressed the effect of logging on wildfires in an August 2000 report and found that the current wave of forest fires is not related to a decline in timber harvest on federal lands. In the most recent period (1980 through 1999) the data indicate that fewer acres burned in areas where logging activity was limited."

Is that Report to the President a part of the "National Fire Plan"? How are they related?





Yes!  The Report to the Prez (Clinton) was the original "call to arms" that triggered the Congressional Approps for the NFP.  In my opinion, it was not really a new policy statement as much as it was a funding pitch, and on that account, it was remarkably successful.





The document components of the NFP include:


1) the Report to President


2) 2001 and 2002 Interior Approps (with important Domenici Amendment and Report Language)


3) the various bureaucratic documents on the NFP website, breaking down the funding into the various categories of the different federal agencies' fire programs.


4) the Western Governor Association's 10 Year Comprehensive Strategy and Implementation Plan


5) soon coming will be an additional item: the Joint Cohesive Strategy
