Dear Mr. Dawson,


I write on behalf of a coalition of local, state and regional conservation groups to advise you of our intent to challenge the North Lochsa Face, Brick Trout, and White White projects in federal district court.  


Idaho Conservation League, Friends of the Clearwater, and The Ecology Center all have been intimately involved in the North Lochsa Face project over the past several years; and also have been involved in the more recent Brick Trout and White White sales.  Our points of protest have been detailed in the administrative appeals filed with the Regional Forester.


We understand that the Forest Service intends to hold an auction for part of the Brick Trout sale on October 28, 2003.   Please be advised that my clients intend to seek injunctive relief against each of the listed projects.  You may be aware that, following our prior litigation, the Clearwater National Forest ultimately had to refund a private contractor’s sizeable deposit paid for logging rights at the Fish Bate sale.   As we intend to file our case within the next few weeks, we ask that you delay the Brick Trout auction until spring 2004, at the earliest.
